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UHV faculty member publishes anthology

with son

A new textbook of Mexican
American literature is available
thanks to the work of a University
of Houston-Victoria faculty mem-
ber and his son.

Dagoberto Gilb, UHV writer in
residence and executive director of
CentroVictoria, a center for Mexi-
can American literature and cul-
ture, worked with his son Ricardo
to compile and edit “Mexican
American Literature: A Portable
Anthology,” a college textbook
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that features the work of 50 writ-
ers. The anthology includes fic-
tion, nonfiction, essays, poetry and
plays.

“I am especially proud of this
work because it was done along-
side my son, Ricardo,” Gilb said.
“For me, this kind of work, like
‘Hecho en Tejas’ and ‘Huizache,’
is not about my life or reputation
as a writer, but what I do as cul-
tural activism.”

The textbook was published by
Bedford/St.Martin’s and is a com-
pilation of writing by the 50 most
prominent writers in Mexican
American literary history. They
include Alvar Nifiez Cabeza de
Vaca, Jovita Gonzédlez, Américo
Paredes, Luis Valdez, Rudolfo
Anaya, Rolando Hinojosa, San-
dra Cisneros, Juan Felipe Herrera,
Gloria Andaldda, Josefina Lopez,
Lalo Alcaraz, Michele Serros, and
Domingo Martinez. A volume like
this hasn’t been published in more
than 25 years, Gilb said.

“Dagoberto Gilb is one of the
leading voices in Mexican Ameri-
can literature, and his efforts to
promote that perspective have
earned widespread acclaim,” said
Jeffrey Di Leo, dean of the UHV
School of Arts & Sciences. “I am
proud to have him as a member of
UHV’s faculty, and I look forward
to seeing how this anthology will
impact higher education and lead
to more recognition for Mexican
American writers.”

The lack of Mexican American
literature studied in classrooms
across the nation has troubled
Gilb, like many others, for some

time, he said. This anthology is an
encouraging sign that educational
publishing is becoming aware of a
national need.

“Mexican Americans are major
contributors to the history of the
United States and especially the
American West,” Gilb said. “It
is good for all Americans to un-
derstand that, especially because
Mexican Americans make up 66
percent of the Latino population
and are becoming the dominant
community in the West. The num-
bers are so overwhelming, their
history cannot continue to be sup-
pressed and denied to the young,
whose lives and culture are often
unrepresented in public schools
and universities.”

The textbook is available for
purchase as a print copy or an
ebook. It can be ordered through
Bedford/St.Martin’s or through
online retailers including Amazon
and Barnes & Noble.

Byrd dyed the poster with tea and
tried to make it resemble a bulle-
tin board. She used old-fashioned
looking fabrics to make it seem
like something from 1850s.

“l freed a thousand slaves,”
Tubman said in a quote Byrd used
for the poster. “I could have freed
a thousand more if only they knew
they were slaves.”

DeLeon Elementary student
Peyton Gregory took second place
for a poster about civil rights leader
Barbara Jordan. He won a $1,000
scholarship and a VC summer
camp waiver. The poster had an
American flag background, took
readers through Jordan’s career
and highlighted two of her quotes.

It also included an audio portion.
By pushing a button, Gregory talk-
ed more about Jordan’s life.

Ashton Valentine, also a DeLeon
student, received third place and
took home a $500 UHV scholar-
ship and VC summer camp waiver.
Valentine focused on Navy admi-
ral Michelle Howard. In addition
to photos and facts, the poster was
designed with a nautical theme.

Valentine said he admired the
many accomplishments of How-
ard, including being the first wom-
an to become a four-star admiral
and her leadership on the mission
to rescue Captain Richard Phillips
from Somali pirates.

Greg is known for his enthu-
siasm and generosity. He does
not sit by while friends or family
struggle. He is the first to offer his
help or advice and does it without
expecting anything in return. He
is the kind of person who does not
like to sit still. Anyone who knows
him knows that he is always work-
ing. Ever since he was eight years
old, Greg has been a go-getter. As
a child, he sold seeds around his
neighborhood for the American
Seed Company. In his lifetime,
Greg has worked as a butcher,
salesperson, waiter, restaurant
and hotel food manager, mariachi
director, teacher, car salesman,
real estate agent, process opera-
tor and lab analyst. Often work-
ing at more than one job at once
or volunteering his time for his
children’s school activities, the
church, or helping others in need.

While working as an ad-sales-
man for KIXS 108, Greg met Bud-
dy Kamin. He went on to work for
Kamin at his stores downtown.
Greg says “[Buddy Kamin] was
an excellent role model for me. He
taught me the correct way to treat
customers and people in general.

Since announcing his diagnosis,
Greg’s friends have come together
to support the man who has helped
his family and so many others.

ing an increase in residential bur-
glaries.

What began as simply “extra
eyes and ears” for the police have
evolved into much more than that.
Today, many Neighborhood Watch
groups have reached out from the
confines of their neighborhood to
become actively involved in im-
proving other areas of their com-
munity.

Oftentimes people say that
they do not need a Neighborhood
Watch because all of their neigh-
bors look out for each other. Ac-
tually, that’s what a Neighborhood
Watch is, neighbors looking out
for neighbors. Theirs is just not an
organized group, recognized by
local law enforcement as a Neigh-
borhood Watch.

Detractors of Neighborhood
Watch have said that signs don’t
stop crime and that Neighborhood
watch doesn’t work.

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Agency ready to deliver projects aimed at reducing gridlock, improving drive time

TxDOT unveils $1.3 billion to address congestion

On average, Texas drivers in
five of the state’s largest metropol-
itan areas each are losing about 52
hours and $1,200* annually due to
traffic congestion. Upon approval
by the Texas Transportation Com-
mission, the Texas Department of
Transportation plans to improve
drive times and reduce costs to
Texas drivers through a $1.3 bil-
lion effort focused on delivering
projects at an accelerated pace that
addresses gridlock in some of the
state’s most congested areas.

“The major metro areas of Tex-
as — Austin, Dallas, Fort Worth,
Houston and San Antonio — rep-
resent more than two-thirds of
the state’s population and 97 per-
cent of the state’s most congested
roads,” said Texas Transportation
Commissioner J. Bruce Bugg, Jr.,
who was appointed by the com-
mission to lead this statewide ef-
fort. “These areas see some of the
worst congestion in the nation.
We’ve just completed a listening
tour in these major areas and have
gathered valuable local input from
transportation leaders regarding
their priorities and where we can
quickly address some needs. This
is the initial phase of a new state-
wide plan to address congestion.”

If adopted by the commission,
these metro area projects will be-
gin construction to enhance exist-
ing efforts and address gridlock
on the state highway system. The
projects, which add up to more
than 42 miles, include interchang-
es, flyovers and congestion relief

efforts at some of the state’s worst
chokepoints. They will be funded
using $1.3 billion made available
through ending the use of diver-
sions of highway money by other
agencies.

“I recently directed TxDOT to
work with transportation planners
and local communities across the
state to reduce congestion, and to-
day’s proposal is a significant first
step in doing just that,” said Gov.
Greg Abbott. “Texans are tired of
sitting in traffic and have voted to
make a historic investment in our
state’s transportation infrastruc-
ture. I want to thank the Texas
Transportation Commission for
rapidly responding with a thought-
ful approach that identifies and
addresses some of the state’s most
congested chokepoints.”

“I am grateful to Gov. Abbott,
Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick, Speaker Joe
Straus and the Texas Legislature
for making the diversion funds
available for highway projects,”
said Commissioner Bugg. “Tx-
DOT is focusing on using this
funding to provide Texas drivers
relief in an expedited manner. By
making these improvements on an
accelerated schedule, TxDOT will
save $457 million versus building
those roads in future years.”

“For years we’ve been commit-
ted to addressing congestion, and
this year we’re getting a jump start
on that part of our core mission,”

said TxDOT Executive Director
James Bass. “As the severity of
congestion in the Lone Star State
continues to grow, we are com-
mitted to delivering projects many
Texans need and deserve to reduce
the amount of time they spend in
traffic.”

Today’s announcement is the re-
sult of a several month effort led
by Commissioner Bugg to gain
valuable insights from transporta-
tion leaders and elected officials in
the state’s five major metropolitan
areas. That listening tour and col-
laborative efforts with Metropoli-
tan Planning Organizations and
TxDOT districts shaped this ini-
tiative and projects being unveiled
today. The listening tour was just
the beginning, and the conversa-
tion will continue as TxDOT fo-
cuses on this important challenge
for Texas.

The Texas Transportation Com-
mission also will consider another
$800 million in additional funding
for connectivity and safety, main-
tenance, repairs to the energy sec-
tor and border infrastructure fund-
ing. The commission is expected
to vote on all these projects when
it considers the quarterly Unified
Transportation Plan at February’s
commission meeting.

residents of that particular neigh-
borhood look out for each other
and won’t hesitate to call the po-
lice when suspicious activity is
observed.

Others have expressed interest
but did not know where to begin.

Organizing a Neighborhood
Watch is not an extremely diffi-
cult task but it does take a bit of
effort. Someone must first take the
initiative to contact neighborhood
residents, gauge their interest in
the program and organize an ini-
tial meeting.

At the first meeting, a law en-
forcement representative can ex-
plain the details of the program.
You will need to assign a coordi-
nator and block captains then com-
pile resident contact information.
Other meeting topics will be up
to you, your watch group and the
needs of your community.

The biggest challenge a Neigh-
borhood Watch faces is simply
maintaining interest. As is often
the case, a safe and secure neigh-
borhood may lead to boredom for
the watch group. It’s at this point
that members come up with other
projects such as a neighborhood
clean up, volunteering with church
groups etc. Some groups have reg-
ular meetings with a different topic
each month. Hurricane season will
soon be upon us, perhaps a meet-
ing on hurricane preparedness.

If you are truly interested in
improving your community then
Neighborhood Watch may be an
option to investigate. Contact your
local law enforcement agency to
get one started.
